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In federal court:

U.S. District Judge Rebecca R. Pallmeyer has entered a court order adding almost $2 million for future medical expenses to an earlier verdict in a medical negligence case against the United States.  

On March 11, Pallmeyer awarded $3.8 million to Susan Liebig-Grigsby, an Army veteran who was left paralyzed after doctors in Veterans Administration hospitals allegedly failed to offer her surgery that might have prevented spinal damage. 

Plaintiff’s attorney John J. Perconti, a name partner in Levin & Perconti, said the initial award in the Federal Tort Claims Act case was for past medical expenses, housing costs, pain and suffering, and disability and disfigurement.  After further consideration, the judge decided to add to the award for future expenses.  

“Having now considered the parties’ arguments concerning Ms. Liebig-Grigsby’s future health care costs, the court awards plaintiff an additional $1,929.750,” Pallmeyer wrote in Wednesday’s order. 

The case is Susan Liebig-Grigsby v. U.S., No. 00 C 4922.
