The settlement, awarded on Friday in a Kane

County, Ill., courtroom, includes $4.7 million
for the wrongful death of Carroll, $1.5 million
for her husband's injuries and $300,000 for Great Things Happen!™
her son, according to a release from the Member FDIC

family's attorneys, Levin & Perconti.

Police found Repec to be under the influence of marijuana at the time of the crash. The
Carrolls' truck was pushed into a stopped IDOT truck, police reports said. Carroll was
pronounced dead at the scene. Repec pleaded guilty to aggravated driving under the influence
of drugs. He is serving a 45-month sentence in the Jacksonville (Ill.) Correctional Center.

Randolph and Gabriel Carroll now live in Woodstock, Ill.
